Background to the SAASTA National School Debates Project
The SAASTA National Schools Debates Project began in 2008 with a pilot phase that targeted 3 provinces. Since then it has grown into a fully-fledged national project which is now implemented in all the nine (9) provinces across the country. The main aim of the project is to develop research, critical thinking and information literacy skills amongst learners from grade 9 to 11 through researching and debating high-level scientific topics.  It also aims to stimulate interest among learners to study toward careers in science, engineering and technology (SET), as well as, to develop their ability to work in a team to present logical, clear arguments. 
The most interesting features of the National  Schools Science Debates is that each topic is argued using four different perspectives namely:

Economic, 

b.
Applications and benefits, 

c.
Political, and 

d.
Socio-cultural aspects. 

Learners are also encouraged to share their viewpoint during the mini-imbizo and through the use of social media.

2. The key objectives of the project are:
· To promote awareness and understanding of issues related to emerging sciences such as biotechnology, nanotechnology, hydrogen and fuel cell technology, astronomy, alternative energy, space science and other disciplines of science and technology and engineering as per SAASTA’s objectives and mission statement;

· To develop research, critical thinking and information literacy skills amongst   learners;

· To provide a supportive platform (e.g. training) for young people to express themselves  on such matters;

· To build leadership skills amongst young South African learners;

· To equip young learners with the skills required in the world of work;

· To allow for cross cultural exchange between young South Africans in a dynamic, stimulating and constructive environment;

· To train learners to become the next generation of science communicators;

· To expose learners to potential careers related to science, engineering and technology; 

· To disseminate accurate scientific information to the schools involved in the debates, and

· To allow schools to act as a point of entry for science dialogue in their communities.

	SCOPE OF WORK 

	SAASTA wishes to appoint (a) service provider/s (e.g. science centres, universities, private sector companies etc.) to implement the SAASTA National School Science Debates project in all nine (9) provinces across the country. Only one service provider per province will be appointed.  The project implementation will be aligned with the project objectives as stipulated above. All bidders who have submitted their Bid documents on time and who meet the criteria will be considered. 

1. Project Structure
•Invitation and Sourcing of Schools -– Service provider to distribute a call to schools for participation in the competition for 2018, with the help of the MST coordinators. Schools will be selected on the basis of their performance at the provincial workshops.

•Topic Selection – Service provider to use the scientific topic (e.g. the United Nations International Year OR new emerging sciences fields) that will be selected by SAASTA for each level of the competition stages including provincial workshops and provincial tournaments tournament. •SAASTA will develop, print and courier the topic packs, debates DVD, debating manual and factsheets to the service provider prior to the provincial workshops.
•Facilitators’ workshops – Service provider to work with the facilitator who will be appointed by SAASTA for each province. A facilitator is an individual who will serve as a competition facilitator, trainer, and mentor for teams during the course of the competition. The service provider must ensure that the project leader attends a facilitators workshop in Gauteng that will be organised by SAASTA (accommodation and venue costs to be covered by SAASTA and travel to be covered by the service provider). The workshop will ensure that all the facilitators are trained on the debating style, emerging science topics, research techniques and the use of social media to disseminate information on the project. The desired outcome of the workshop is for the facilitators to be able to impart the acquired knowledge to the learners and for the project leader to be on par with the project deliverables. 
•Appointment of adjudicators – The service provider must appoint two panel members for the adjudicating panel for the provincial workshop and provincial tournament.  SAASTA will appoint a further two members including a SAASTA representative and a content specialist to be used for the provincial workshop and tournaments. The service provider must submit CV’s of adjudicating panel to SAASTA for approval prior to appointment of the adjudicator and any changes to the adjudicating panel are to be approved by SAASTA. Adjudicators must avail themselves for a briefing session on the day of the workshop and tournament, prior to the start of proceedings. The content specialist will also be responsible for providing the learners with scientific information pertaining to the debate topic at the provincial workshops.
•Provincial workshops – The service provider must organise a provincial workshop and ensure that all the registered teams attend the provincial workshop. A maximum of one team per school can enter the competition. A team consists of five learners. A minimum number of 20 schools accompanied by one teacher per school must attend the workshop. The workshop will have two main objectives. The first half of the workshop will be the training of schools on the debating style, research methodology and the use of social media to discuss ideas. The second half will be an adjudicated mini-debate during which a selection of the top 10 teams will be made for participation in the provincial tournament. 

•Provincial Tournaments – Service provider to organise the provincial tournament at which the top ten schools will compete provincially. The service provider will be responsible for transporting the winning team per province to the National Tournament that will be hosted in Gauteng. SAASTA will provider accommodation at the National Tournament.
•Catering for Provincial Workshop and Tournaments: The service provider must provide breakfast and lunch for all the learners, teachers and the event officials attending the provincial workshops and tournaments as follows: breakfast must include a minimum of one fruit, sandwich (or muffin) and a juice per person. Lunch must include a minimum of one standard portion of a starch, protein, vegetable and a soft drink or juice per person. 
All catering must be provided by a caterer that complies with all relevant catering regulations, laws and acts. Service providers must cater for special dietary requirements, where applicable. 
•National Tournament - The winning provincial teams will compete with one another based on the given topics on the day of the national tournament at a central venue in Gauteng. 
SAASTA will organise all venue, programme and accommodation pertaining to the national tournament  and the service provider must arrange the transport of the teams to the national tournament.

The service provider must profile the results and information on the debated science content and the outcomes of the provincial tournament in the following ways:

The NRF cannot amend the National Treasury’s General Conditions of Contract (GCC). The NRF appends Special Conditions of Contract (SCC) providing specific information relevant to a GCC clause and where the NRF requires a SCC that is not part of the GCC. No clause in this document shall be in conflict with another clause.

	3. Definitions - The following terms shall be interpreted as indicated:

	
	3.1. “Closing time” means the date and hour specified in the bidding documents for the receipt of bids.

3.2. “Contract” means the written agreement entered into between the purchaser and the supplier, as recorded in the contract form signed by the parties, including all attachments and appendices thereto and all documents incorporated by reference therein.

3.3. “Contract price” means the price payable to the supplier under the contract for the full and proper performance of his contractual obligations.

3.4. “Corrupt practice” means the offering, giving, receiving, or soliciting of anything of value to influence the action of a public official in the procurement process or in contract execution.

3.5. "Countervailing duties” imposed in cases where an enterprise abroad is subsidized by its government and encouraged to market its products internationally.
3.6. “Country of origin” means the place where the goods were mined, grown, or produced, or from which the services are supplied. Goods produced when, through manufacturing, processing or substantial and major assembly of components, a commercially recognized new product results that is substantially different in basic characteristics or in purpose or utility from its components.
3.7. “Day” means calendar day.

3.8. “Delivery” means delivery in compliance of the conditions of the contract or order.

3.9. “Delivery ex stock” means immediate delivery directly from stock actually on hand.

3.10. “Delivery into consignees store or to his site” means delivered and unloaded in the specified store or depot or on the specified site in compliance with the conditions of the contract or order, the supplier bearing all risks and charges involved until the supplies are so delivered and a valid receipt is obtained.

3.11. "Dumping" occurs when a private enterprise abroad market its goods on own initiative in the RSA at lower prices than that of the country of origin and which have the potential to harm the local industries in the RSA.

3.12. ”Force majeure” means an event beyond the control of the supplier and not involving the supplier’s fault or negligence and not foreseeable. Such events may include, but is not restricted to, acts of the purchaser in its sovereign capacity, wars, or revolutions, fires, floods, epidemics, quarantine restrictions and freight embargoes.

3.13. “Fraudulent practice” means a misrepresentation of facts in order to influence a procurement process or the execution of a contract to the detriment of any bidder, and includes collusive practice among bidders (prior to or after bid submission) designed to establish bid prices at artificial non-competitive levels and to deprive the bidder of the benefits of free and open competition.

3.14. “GCC” mean the General Conditions of Contract.

3.15. “Goods” means all of the equipment, machinery, and/or other materials that the supplier is required to supply to the purchaser under the contract.

17.3. The purchaser shall promptly notify the supplier in writing of any claims arising under this warranty.

17.4. Upon receipt of such notice, the supplier shall, within the period specified in SCC and with all reasonable speed, repair or replace the defective goods or parts thereof, without costs to the purchaser.

17.5. If the supplier, having been notified, fails to remedy the defect(s) within the period specified in SCC, the purchaser may proceed to take such remedial action as may be necessary, at the supplier’s risk and expense and without prejudice to any other rights, which the purchaser may have against the supplier under the contract.
