	THE GOAL OF THE NATIONAL SCIENCE WEEK

	The NSW contributes to the goals of the DST-led science engagement programme, which guided by the Science Engagement Strategy seeks to develop  a society that is knowledgeable about science, able to form independent opinions about science issues and scientifically literate. Conducted under a designated scientific theme and sub-themes, this mass participation initiative use a variety of exciting and stimulating activities contribute to the goals of the science engagement programme by pursuing the following objectives: 
a. to popularise science to the broader South African society,

b. to serve as a vehicle for showcasing local innovations in science and technology, and the leadership role of the DST and other government departments in enabling research, development and innovation,
c. to make Science, Technology, Engineering, Mathematics, and Innovation (STEMI) appealing to learners, such that they consider STEMI as preferable career options, and

d. to familiarise targeted participants with the science linked to areas in which South Africa has knowledge and/or geographic advantage so as to contribute in making them informed and critically engaged citizens.
PRE-LAUNCH CAMPAIGN 
The start of the NSW is marked by a national launch event led by the Minister. As a build up to the launch event, limited activities in strategic locations are conducted to create public awareness about the forthcoming NSW celebrations, including the national launch event. Such activities have to be aligned to the theme and the sub-themes of the NSW, as well as raising general awareness of science. 
NATIONAL LAUNCH

The national launch event of the National Science Week  it will take place on 27 July 2019 at the Mittah Seperepere Convention Centre in Kimberley, Northern Cape Province.

	CONTRACT PERIOD

	The contract is for implementation of the 2019 National Science Week, terminating at the close of the week. The period commences from the date that both parties sign the contract form for this contract inclusive of the funding assigned (SBD 7)

	THEME FOR NSW 2019

	The theme for NSW 2019 is “FACING THE HARSH REALITIES OF CLIMATE CHANGE Some of the factors taken into consideration in adopting the theme are the following:  

South Africa, like many other parts of the world is experiencing severe weather, which the South African Weather Service defines as an extreme meteorological event or phenomenon that represents a real hazard to human life and property and has the potential to cause damage, serious social disruption, or loss of human life.  The scientific community has since warned that climate change is likely to influence more extreme weather patterns in the country in the coming years.  Celebrating the NSW 2019 under the proposed theme would not only raise public awareness about how scientists predict the future climate changes, but enable a better understanding of certain measures that are already in place to mitigate climate change, such as carbon tax that could take effect sometime in 2019. 

A platform to interface natural sciences, humanities and social sciences would be created by analysing the effects of climate change.  It is already well documented for instance, that the effect of climate change is likely to include emotional reactions in some people.  Research published in the Nature Climate Change journal of July 2018, show that suicides rates are likely to rise as the earth warms.  On the other hand, there are concerns about sustaining and protecting the livelihoods of workers worldwide, amid the proliferation of among others, climate change.  The January 2019 International Labour Organisation’s Global Commission on the Future of Work Report is an indication of how serious the issue has become.   

While the climate change leads to a number of devastating effects, endevours to improve understanding of the 

phenomenon and combating it have created new career paths and altered traditional career patterns.   The pursuing of the proposed theme would enable young people to understand such dynamics, which is necessary in carving career paths in sustainability jobs. 

It is highly required that grant holders look thoroughly into the NSW 2019 theme and align some of  their activities to it.  
The theme can also be aligned with the UN declarations for 2019 as:

a) the International year of Periodic Table of Chemical Elements
b) the International Year of Indigenous Languages

	DETAILED SPECIFICATION

Organisations which qualify to receive grant funding are to do the following: 

· Reach the minimum number of participants as agreed with NRF|SAASTA. 

· Align the activities to the target participants.

· Hold activities as per approved proposal and subsequent contract. 

· Ensure that the content delivered during NSW is scientifically correct. 

· Advocate/advertise local activities.

· Brand all project implementations and educational materials appropriately (see Branding Guidelines below).

· Submit narrative site reports, attendance registers and CD/USB with good quality photos three weeks after the project rollout.

· Submit financial reports together with all requested documentation six weeks after the project rollout.

· Make the necessary logistical arrangements to enable an environment for the celebration of the NSW 2019 in the geographic area(s) in which they will be operating.

· The venue must be accessible, safe and comply with the standard safety and security requirements.

· Where transport is required for target participants to ensure their access to organised NSW celebrations, transport arrangements should be handled in conformance with the enabling regulations, including satisfying all the indemnification requirements and roadworthiness of the transport used.

· Embark on means and strategies to attract the target participants to be part of the NSW activities.

· Where necessary depending on the targeted participants and time that will be spent on the activity (ies) provide catering (please ensure that safety regulations are adhered to).

· Develop NSW 2019 programme of STEMI. Grant holders are expected to show some creative and innovative approaches through their proposed activities for the NSW.

Such STEMI activities should:

· Stimulate interest in and create awareness of science, technology, engineering and mathematics (STEM) careers, including STEM research careers.

· Popularise STEMI as attractive, stimulating, exciting and relevant to daily life to the benefit of all sections of the population.

· Align astronomy, marine sciences, palaeoscience, space science and technology, indigenous knowledge systems, biodiversity, biotechnology and energy to the theme of NSW 2019.

· Create platforms and opportunities for the public to understand the role of social sciences and the impact of Climate Change in people’s life.

· Create platforms and opportunities for the non-scientific community to engage with the scientific community. 

· Align Periodic Table of Elements in the context of Climate Change.

· Demonstrate the contribution of STEMI to sustainable development and improved quality of life including the South African biodiversity heritage.

· The understanding and management of the possible consequences of climate change and environmental degradation.

· The way in which STEMI enhances the key sectors of the South African economy, namely, manufacturing, retail, financial services, communications, mining, agriculture and tourism.

· The contribution of STEMI to citizens’ right to education, a clean environment, access to health care, food and water, social security, as well as safety and security.

· Contribution of STEMI to solving the triple challenges of poverty, unemployment and inequality.

· Include Mathematics activities
