CUSTOMISED DEVELOPMENTAL PLAN SCIENCE ENGAGEMENT FUNDING
INTRODUCTION TO NRF
The National Research Foundation Amendment Act 19 of 2018, establishes the National Research Foundation (“NRF”) as the juristic entity that makes this Grant Call for Proposals and will enter into a contract with the awarded Grant Holder. 

INTRODUCTION TO SAASTA

The South African Agency for Science and Technology Advancement (SAASTA), a business unit of the National Research Foundation (NRF) is the national coordinator of science engagement programmes of the Department of Science, Technology and Innovation (DSTI). The DSTI, through the science engagement programmes, seeks to create a society that is knowledgeable about science issues, able to form their own opinion and scientifically literate. Jointly with the DSTI, NRF-SAASTA, believes that the envisaged society will be realised through a set of initiatives in the implementation of its Science Engagement Strategy (SES), of which the DSTI-led cross-sectoral integrated science engagement initiatives are among them. 
INTRODUCTION TO THE PROJECT

The White Paper of 2019 outlined that science centres are strategic partners in the implementation of science engagement in the country. The DSTI intends to create an enabling environment for accredited science centres to function optimally and improve target audiences’ access to services rendered by the national network of science centres.
This then led to the continuous support of the development of these centres as well as support towards the implementation of science engagement programmes through the science centres.
The accredited science centres will receive grants through the Science Engagement Grant Management Framework (SEGMF) based on their customised developmental plan and reporting. 
In 2014, the Minister of Science, Technology and Innovation approved the Framework for the Promotion of Excellence in a National Network of Science Centres. The framework uses a quality assurance manual and accreditation criteria to admit individual science centres to the SANSC. Self-evaluations and peer evaluations are carried out and reconciled, following which science centres may be recognised in three categories – Budding, Emerging and Limited Service, or Full Service. The reconciled evaluations are used to determine development gaps in the operations of each evaluated science centre, which in turn informs a customised development plan to improve the centre's operations. The implementation of the development plan is supported by the DSTI through a combination of appropriate interventions.

SCIENCE CENTRE DEFINITION WITHIN OUR CONTEXT 

 “A science centre is a permanently established science engagement facility that provides an interactive, informal educational experience through the use of interactive science, technology, engineering and mathematics (STEM) exhibits, displays and programmes”. Interactive exhibits and displays in science centres would be used to excite and edutain, as well as link educational experience to learning outcomes. This allows science centres to offer a range of STEM-related activities within their field of expertise according to the proposed project, activities or infrastructure, and the target participants as stipulated in detailed specifications. Science centres address the science engagement programmes that address the following objectives of the network of science centres:

· Promotion of science and technology literacy among youth and the general public,
· Enhancement of learner participation and performance in STEM,
· Promotion of STEM career education,
· Identification and nurturing of youth talent and potential in STEM.
CONTEXT OF THIS CALL

This call for proposals is only for accredited science centres that are in the network of science centres. The call is meant to provide financial support for science centres to create an enabling environment at their sites, operate optimally and improve their target audiences where possible.
THE OBJECTIVES OF THE SCIENCE ENGAGEMENT STRATEGY (SES)
In responding to the SES, science centres must conduct activities that are based on the following strategic objectives: 
(a) To popularize science, engineering, technology and innovation as attractive, relevant and accessible in order to enhance scientific literacy and awaken interest in relevant careers;

(b) To develop a critical public that actively engages and participates in the national debates on science and technology to the benefit of society;

(c) To enhance science engagement through science communication activities; and 

(d) To profile South African science and science achievements, demonstrating their contribution to national and international development.
TARGET PUBLICS

a) Learners

b) Educators

c) Science interpreters 

d) Journalists

e) General public

f) Decision-makers

g) Students

h) Industry

i) Tourists

j) Indigenous knowledge holders

k) Researchers and scientists

ELIGIBILITY AND DELIVERY MODE
Eligibility
The science centre must:

1. be accredited into the South African Network of Science Centres to submit their application and
2. have completed previous funding on all grants before the date of assessment of proposals. The grant must be reconciled and closed with no outstanding queries by grant holder and NRF-SAASTA. 
NB: A grant is closed when all monies owed to either the grant holder or SAASTA has been settled.
Pertaining to outstanding refunds – the proposal will be evaluated but not awarded until fully settled by the agreed date. Failure of refund being settled will result in the contract being cancelled.
